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Indian Law Society

Indian Law Society is a non-profit making organisation.  Indian Law Society, a public charitable trust, registered under the Societies Registration Act, was established in 1923. The society was established with the sole purpose of imparting legal education.  It is a voluntary association of persons, who came together with a pledge to launch courses on law, formal an informal, where law and legal doctrines are taught with social utility, purpose, impact and social relevance. The founder members of the Indian Law Society were great legal luminaries like Sir Narayanrao Chandavarkar, Shri J.R.  Nanasaheb Gharpure, Diwan Bahadur and P.B. Shingane.  Indian Law Society established ILS Law College in 1924, with a view to provide facilities for the study of law.  Establishment of the Law College by the Indian Law Society was indeed a turning point in Indian Legal Education, particularly in respect to academic excellence, social relevance and professional competence. Imaginative realignment of written law or the hard law with a view to reorient them with the Indian social milieu has always been the strength of the Indian Law Society.  The ILS Law College, during its 95 years of existence, has acquired the reputation of being a premier institution imparting brilliant and quality legal education in the country.

In the words of Nanasaheb Gharpure, the first principal of the ILS Law College, one of the objectives of the society was to provide facilities for the study of Law on a scientific basis:

"The Society has set before itself a double object, to provide schools and colleges where the law may be studied as required by the curricula of the Universities and the High Courts on a scientific basis; and secondly for spreading a general knowledge of the law and constitution among the people."

Institute of Advanced Legal Studies (IALS)

A significant turning point in the history of the Indian Law Society was the establishment of the Institute of Advanced Legal Studies (IALS).  IALS was established in 1991. The Institute was established with an object to promote research in law and to conduct courses in various modules of law. The Institute undertakes research projects and conducts courses on subjects  of socio-legal interests.  The target audiences for these courses are largely the common man. The courses are directed to promote legal awareness, to spread general knowledge of law not only to professionals, but also amongst lay people, commoner and persons engaged in various pursuits. These courses are designed to create a distinct and quality legal culture amongst the Indian community, which is supportive of the rule of law.  The other purpose for establishing the institute was to complement and support the efforts of ILS Law College in promoting quality legal education. Professor S.P. Sathe, the former Principal of the ILS College was the founder Director of the Institute. Professor Sathe was the inspiration behind the establishment of the Institute.
Diploma in Housing Laws 
In tune with the objective of spreading legal awareness, the Institute has introduced a number of courses on law. The Institute of Advanced Legal Studies, announced the Diploma in Housing Laws in the year 1995.   The course on Housing laws trains the entrants with legal and practical information about the laws related to immovable property, housing and real estate, in India.   Housing is an important aspect of life and also an important source of investment.  With the increasing urbanization in the recent decades, group housing has become a norm in most of the urban centers.  The course aims at providing a platform to familiarize the candidates,   laws relevant to buying or leasing a house, open land, agricultural and non-agricultural property, law relating to cooperative housing societies, law of ownership flats and apartment-owners, law related to Stamp and Registration of conveyances.  The course is primarily designed to educate the common man about the complexities of laws related to buying a house. The course is also designed to train the professionals, like the Architects, Civil Engineers, and Property Developers, Promoters and Builders, Property Owners, Government Undertakings, engaged in housing construction. This course also aims at imparting continuing legal education to the students of law, lawyers and judges and can be a good helpline for the consumer activists. The course has received overwhelming response since its commencement, from students of Law, Practicing Advocates, Civil Engineers and Architects.
